Preamble

agree to all the laws of this constitution. 


Article I: 

Name of the club 


Section 1: The name of this club shall be CR Solid Rock Bible club. 


Article II: 

Purposes of the club 


Section 1: a. To encourage and meet Christians on campus. 

b. To provide positive activities and coordinate Bible studies for students, and/or to perform

community services.

Qualifications for membership 

Section 1: This club is open to all currently enrolled students. 


Article IV: 

Officers of the club 


Section 1: The elected officers of this club shall consist of a president, a vice president, a 

secretary, and a treasurer. 


Section 2: The terms ofoffice shall be two semesters. 

Section 3: The duty of the president shall be to attend all formal meetings ifpossible, to organize 


and share duties with the vice president, to serve as the official representative of the 

organization, may propose and vote upon legislation to the executive committee, chairs the 


executive committee, may veto some legislation, and appoints representatives. 

Section 4: The duties of the vice president shall be to work with the president to accomplish all 


duties, sits and votes on the executive committee, receives information concerning appointments, 

and promotes club membership. 


Section 5: The duties of the treasurer are to handle all monetary duties of the club, chair the 

finance committee of the club, promote club membership, sign for expenditures of the club, 


record and verify the club's income and expenditures, and sit and vote on the executive 


committee. 
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Section 6: The duties of the secretary are to record and distribute the minutes ofan official 

meeting, organize the operation and staffing of the organization, sit and vote on the executive 

committee, and promote club membership. 

Article V: 

Executive Committee 

Section 1: The executive committee shall consist ofthe officers and the advisor. 

Section 2: A majority vote of the executive committee, with the approval of the advisor, shall be 

necessary to pass any business which is referred to the executive committee. 

Section 3 : The executive committee shall appoint succeeding officers and president by a majority 

vote. 

Article VI: 

Meetings 

Section 1: The club shall have one formal meeting once a month. . 

Section 2: All members shall be notified at least 72 hours in advance
